Why an Observer Corps?

· To seek accountability in our representative government.
· To uphold the public’s right to participate at meetings of public bodies.
· To provide members of the public an opportunity to learn how government operates on a day-to-day basis.
· To demonstrate to public officials and the community at large that citizens really do care about their government.
HOW?

The League of Women Voters of Juneau has organized an Observer Corps.  Being a LWV observer is easy. You basically observe the Assembly in action and complete an observer form to report what you see and hear. You don’t participate in the meeting. Observers who are  LWV members wear a badge to identify themselves as League Observers. 

Your in-person presence at the meeting reminds our elected officials that members of the public are monitoring the public process—making note of the availability of public comment periods, observance of public comment time allocations, and receptivity to public participation in the meetings.

Observing is a good way for anyone who is considering political office to become known to the community.  It can also help you decide where you can best use your own interests and talents to serve the community.
